The use of a dog for a learning activity at the school when students are in attendance, must meet the following
requirements:
* The teachers/trainers will have accessed the Department of Education Use of Animal in Schools policy
to ensure that they have met the requirements.
» Approval must be sought from the Principal before using a dog for educational purposes, or bringing
it to the school.
* It must be deemed that a dog is necessary for the educational outcomes of the activity.
* The dog must be clean and groomed, including being free of any parasites such as fleas and be
wormed.
» All dogs will be assessed for interaction with children, cats and other dogs as well as their general
health and nature before being allowed on school grounds.
